For the first half term, we will use our History to focus on narrative as we read The Street Child – a story based on the beginnings of Barnardos.  Throughout this we will write in a variety of genres to use our skills in writing a variety of different sentence structures and using a variety of literary techniques to bring our writing alive.


After half term, we will write information texts based on London. 





Science





This term will start off looking at Forces.  We will learn about how object move over and through different surfaces.  We will learn about balanced and unbalanced forces, about the different forces, including: friction, gravity, air resistance, water resistance and magnetic forces.


Children will be involved in a variety of different investigations related to forces – they will design and carry out their own fair tests.











Music


The learning this term is focused around one song: Happy, a Pop song by Pharrell Williams


Within this, we will learn the song and a variety of games and actions associated with it.  We will then learn to improvise, compose and evaluate our own music and the music of others.











Art


This term our art work will be inspired by Lowry – linked to our learning about The Victorians.  We will take inspiration from his style, practice the different techniques and create our own works of art in the style of Lowry but with a Totnes theme.  








Geography and History


Our History this term is based on The Victorians -   – what life was like as a child during The Victorian era.  There will be a focus on contrasting the lives of rich and poor Victorian children, school life, life in a workhouse and how life changed for children during Victorian times.  After half term we will be studying London – the location, the different districts, famous landmarks, the Thames Barrier, the Tube system and London as a centre of tourism.
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Design Technology


Our DT topic this term is based on moving mechanisms.  We will have great fun creating toys based on our learning in history about Victorian toys.  We will also look at how water wheels work and have a go at making our own.  Children will be involved in initial research and before designing and creating.





P.E 


Outdoor P.E. will be netball.  We will learn the rules and develop the skills required to play competitive games.


Indoor PE is Dance and Gymnastics.  Children will learn a variety of sequences and then develop and evaluate their own.





Numeracy


We shall be following the numeracy curriculum at the appropriate level for each child. 


Children will re-visit place value, ordering, estimating and rounding and will be extended as required.  We will use all four operations and use formal and informal methods of computation and use these skills to solve problems involving real life situations.  Children will look at properties of numbers and number sequences, reasoning about numbers.





RE


We will be focusing on the religions of Christianity and Hinduism this term. Children will be learning about key beliefs within Hinduism and the way that Hindus choose to lead their life.  They will understand how important it is to respect the beliefs of others.





Computing


Our learning will start with a very important focus on internet safety.  We will then look at blogging, followed by learning about coding.  Children will also carry out their own research using the internet and use word processing to bring their writing to a publishable form.
