· Erosion - Where something is worn away by wind or water.
· Permeable - Where a material lets liquid or gas pass through it.
· Soil - The upmost layer of the Earth. It is a mixture of: minerals, air, water and organic materials.
· Organic Materials - any living or once-living material that is present in or added to soil.
· Mineral – A solid substance naturally formed underground – i.e.: coal
· Decompose - the process where dead animals and plants break down into smaller parts  
· Geologist – A scientist that studies the Earth’s solid features such as rocks, minerals and soil
· Palaeontologist – A scientist that studies the history of life on Earth by studying fossils.
