NATIONAL PARKS AND NATURE CONSERVATION
National Parks help to look after the animals and plants that live there. Yellowstone is home to thousands of animals, including grizzly bears, lynx, bison and elk. Wolves were reintroduced to Yellowstone in the 1990s having once been hunted to extinction. Today there is a very healthy population of wolves – this has had a very positive effect on the amount of wildlife in the park.

SUPERVOLCANOES
